Course Name: Power of Influence: Part 1

Course description:

This course deals with the power of influence. This is the first of four lessons designed to
consider the influences in history, biblical influences, influences in our lives personally, and how
we can improve in our ability to influence others.

Course Objectives: By the end of the class students will have:

Listed ten people in history who demonstrated great influence on the direction of their
country or the world.

Listed ten people in the Bible who also demonstrated great influence during their
generation.

Described how each of these people were influential in their generation.

Outline of the class:

A.

Divide the class into groups of three or four and ask each group to spend 10 minutes to
make a list of five to six people in history who demonstrated great influence in their
country or the world and describe why they were so influential. Remind the class that
these people may have demonstrated either good or bad influence.

Once they complete the task, ask each group to share one person and make a list on the
whiteboard of these individuals. Also, ask the group to share why that person was
influential. Go around the room until you have at least ten people listed. A few examples
are below:

C. Then ask each group to spend about 5-10 minutes to make a list of five to six people in
the Bible who demonstrated great influence during their generation and describe why
they were so influential. Remind the class that they cannot use Jesus (too easy), but these
people may have demonstrated either good or bad influence.

D. Once they complete the task, ask each group to share one person and make a list on the
whiteboard of these individuals. Also, ask the group to share why that person was
influential. Go around the room until you have at least ten people listed. A few examples

are below:
